1 APOLOGIES

There were no apologies. 
2 CATFORTH TRAFFIC CALMING SCHEME INTRODUCTION
The Traffic Regulation Order process for the scheme has now been concluded, with LCC yet to make a final decision on the scheme.  As LCC have received comments that people were not fully aware of the scheme, they have asked Woodplumpton Parish Council (WPC) for details of the consultation process that was undertaken before the TRO process was commenced.
WPC called this extraordinary meeting of the Parish Council to determine how to proceed forward with the scheme.

3 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
The public expressed a view that the Parish Council had consulted on the scheme in good faith carrying out public events and including details in meeting agendas, minutes, newsletters and on the website.  The view expressed was that in spite of the efforts made the routes used for consultation had not reached the entire village.
The comments received from the public were as follows

1. There was almost universal concern about speeding through Catforth village and agreement that action to address this was required.

2. Residents felt that since the new road had opened, and the Woodplumpton traffic calming scheme was implemented both the volume of traffic and size of vehicles through Catforth had increased.

3. Speed bumps and chicanes were considered obtrusive due to noise, vibration and being ineffective as people simply speed between the features.

4. There was a feeling in the room that reducing the speed limits through Catforth would have a beneficial effect on the speed of traffic.
5. Support was expressed for the use of average speed cameras.

6. The residents expressed a wish to help in the design of a scheme to reduce speed in Catforth.
In the discussion about the use of average speed cameras it was agreed that Catforth does not meet the criteria for LCC Highways to install them.  They can be installed at the cost of the Parish Council at a cost of £85,000 per pair and £5,000 per pair annual operating costs.  They cannot be used to police speed limits below 30 mph.  There is some uncertainty about how many pairs would be needed to cover Catforth, with numbers between 3 and 6 pairs being discussed, providing a cost range of £255,000 to £510,000 with annual operating costs of £15,000 to £30,000.  
These costs are for the camera pairs alone and do not include any other road changes such as laybys, signage and road markings.  There was no immediately available information about the lifetime of the cameras.

After this discussion the meeting was closed for public participation
4 CATFORTH TRAFFIC CALMING SCHEME
The council discussed the way forward with the scheme, taking account of the comments received from residents.

MIN 24/25 079 The council resolved that a survey of the residents of Catforth should be undertaken to determine whether there is support for the implementation of the scheme as designed or a modified version of the current scheme.  

It was further agreed that a specific meeting will be held (date to be agreed) to discuss and agree the content of the survey document, the method of delivery and the geographical boundary of the survey.
Consultation events will be arranged in Catforth Village Hall to coincide with the survey to allow residents to view the plans of the current traffic calming proposal and to ask questions.
This work should be undertaken before formally responding to the request from LCC highways in relation to the TRO process.
