5 FUTURE CIL PROJECTs
The Parish Council has completed/commissioned the 2 large CIL projects that were identified within the Parish.  We now need to identify and consult on future projects.  The work to date has identified 3 potential large projects that could be considered:

1. The Linear Park. (this project has now reached the planning phase)

2. Orchard Playing Fields enhancement (possibly including the field at the rear)

3. Canal Towpath enhancements.

Councillors should note that agreement to pursue some of these larger schemes may require agreement from PCC that we can retain CIL money beyond the usual 5 year timeframe to align with the expected project delivery dates.

There will also be a number of smaller projects that can be identified.

The councillors must decide whether these 3 larger projects are worthy of further consideration, then decide upon a process to consult the local residents to confirm which enhancements large and small are preferred.

Do the Councillors wish to set up a separate meeting to discuss how to consult with residents and the contents of the consultation.

6 CATFORTH TRAFFIC CALMING SCHEME
TROs for the Catforth scheme speed limit changes have been advertised.
